People’s Training Calendar

What is the Young People’s Training Calendar?

Every year, Stoke-on-Trent Youth Play and Outdoor Education Services
publish a training calendar. The calendar is not only for our own staff and
volunteers, but is also open to anyone who works with children and young
people, or who is interested in doing so.

Over the last few years, we have had an increase in the number of young
people applying to do our training courses, and for that reason we have
decided to publish a calendar specifically designed for young people.

The Young Peoples Training Calendar contains a range of training
opportunities designed to enhance young peoples development, both
personally and professionally.

What training is being offered?
The Young Peoples Training Calendar offers three types of training

Accredited youth and play work training for those interested in working
with children and young people.

Examples include Sports Leader Award, Introduction to Youth Work
and Take 5 for Play.

Courses which compliment the accredited training and that are useful
to do if you want to pursue a career in working with children and young
people.

Examples include Emergency First Aid and Food Hygiene.

Courses that can be booked by your group or centre, around topics that
you may be interested in, and that you could introduce to other young
people.

Examples include Music Production, DJing and Performing Arts.

Who can go on the training?

Most courses are open to anyone aged 14 to 19 years of age. However, some
of the accredited courses have restrictions on age, so please check the
course information to find out if you are eligible.

Whilst some of the courses are particularly aimed at those of you interested in
working with children and/or young people, much of the knowledge and the
skills you can gain may be valuable to you in the future; so even if your are
not interested in working with children and/or young people these courses
may still be relevant to you.
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What qualifications and experience do you need?
You don t need any experience or qualifications.

Some courses are accredited through the Open College Network at levels 1, 2
and 3. Level 2 is at the same standard as GCSE grades A - C; whilst Level 1
is the same standard as GCSE grades D G. At level 3 you will be working at
AS level. Therefore you will need to be able to produce work to this standard
in order to successfully gain the qualification. (This does not mean that
successful completion of this course gives you the equivalent of a GCSE or an
AS level - merely that you have studied at this level.)

However, it is very important that you are committed to the training that you
book onto.

Do | have to sit any exams?

There are no exams at the end of the courses. For accredited courses, your
work will need to meet the assessment criteria set by the awarding body. In
general, this means that you will need to attend all of the training sessions and
participate in them, as well as complete, to an acceptable standard, any tasks
that are set.

How much does it cost?

Nothing if you are committed to completing a cour se, then we will support
you to do so by covering the cost.

What opportunities are available when | complete th e course?

You might want to undertake more training offered within the Young People s
Training Calendar in order to further develop your skills, improve your CV,
enhance your employability, or just because you are interested in learning
more about a particular topic.

Completion of some of the accredited courses would make you eligible to be
able to apply to Youth, Play and Outdoor Education Services for a position as
a volunteer or a sessional worker, in order to gain valuable on the job
experience.

Alternatively, there are lots of other organisations within Stoke-on-Trent that
work with children and young people, and that send their members of staff
and their volunteers to undertake the training that we offer. The fact that you
have completed a relevant accredited course will stand you in good stead if
you chose to apply for jobs or volunteering opportunities with one of these
organisations.

How do | book onto a course?
Decide which course you would like to do.

Some of the courses have set times, dates and venues, so you need to
ensure that you are able to attend each of the sessions. If you can, then you
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should complete an Application Form , and return it to Sam Heath, at the
address below.

Some of the courses do not have set times, dates and venues, which means
that they can be delivered at a time and place suitable to you, as long as there
are enough people that are interested in doing the training with you. If there
are, then you need to complete the Group Application Form . You should
speak to your Youth Worker/Project Leader, and ask them to support you with
this as they will need to ensure that everyone can make the date and times
that you choose, and that your Youth Centre/venue is available. Your
completed Group Application Form should then be returned to Sam Heath, at
the address below.

So what happens next?

Once we have received your application form, we will send you a letter
confirming that you have been allocated a place on the training course that
you have applied for.

If you have submitted a Group Application, someone will contact your Youth
Worker/Project Leader to book the training with them, and they will then let
you know the relevant details.
